18.Appropriateintegration of Indian Knowledge system (teaching in Indian Language, culture,
using online cour se)

The architectural education at SMEF' s Brick School of Architecture,
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focuses on the I ndian Know edge system of devel opment of settlenents
wWith respect to culture, traditions, |anguages as well as practices
for sustaining ecology and heritage. The primary approach of the
institute is to connect the academ cs with these matters, so that
students associ ate thensel ves as a responsible citizen of India with
t he knowl edge systemthat we have in the country. The faculty of the
institute tried to connect this notion by identifying different
sites of explorations that had connected the wi sdom of Indian

know edge systemw th their academ c skills. The students interacted
with the people in the | ocal |anguages (Marathi, Konkani, Malwani,
GQujarati, etc.). And these site visits done by students gave
exposure to the local term nology of spatial aspects and the val ue
system of the native Indian areas.

The first-year faculty had selected the site of quaint village of
Bhut onde, in the Bhor Taluka, 60 kmfromthe city of Pune, nestled
in the foothills of Rajgad and Torna fort, a site that was hone to
t he valiant hero- Senapati Yesaji Kank, a fearless warrior fromthe
arnmy of Shivaji Maharaj. The village, apart fromresonating with
tales of bravery and valour, is also a cradle to rich traditional
know edge systens all enbedded wi thin vernacul ar space-nmaki ng. The
site selected thus reflected nultiple |layers that enabled different
subjects to intervene and aid in the decodi ng process which was
crucial to the integrated studio.

For second year students of architecture, the institute had

coll aborated with | COMOS I ndia where 7 experts from | COMOS, and 5
faculty of BSOA had oriented 76 students of architecture for

Conpr ehensi ve study of heritage settlenents in Western Ghats”. In
this programthey studi ed Kudase village, Maharashtra- Human and
environnent interactions in Tillari region of Western CGhats
Maharashtra. They explored relations of communities, settlenent and
nature in the context of Kudase village, of Dodamarg Tal uka,

Si ndhhudurga district Maharashtra, which is one of the eight

bi ol ogi cal hotspots in the country. The aimof this activity was to
expl ore Nature Culture Relationship through study of vernacul ar
architecture and settlements in relation with ecological & historic
cont ext .

The program was al so ai ned at enhanci ng students’ know edge in
settlenents rich in living and cultural heritage. The study added to
t heir understandi ng of tangi ble and intangi ble heritage within the
context of synbiotic relation of ecology and communities. The site
visit was |led by Dr. Vaidehi Lavand, coordinator of the activity and
NSC HTV nenber. This led to a gui dance docunent on undert aki ng
studies in the context of historic settlenents in such regions.
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Fourth year students explored a pilgrinage city of Alandi for their
urban design exploration. There is a variety of topologies of the
Indian Cities for exanple we have colonial cities, nedieval cities,
tenple town cities, hydrotropic cities, hill cities etc. Each city
has a different urban formand U ban G ain which is the derivation
of its past. Along with its geo-political context, climate results
in a particular environnent leading to traditions and rituals

foll owed every day. Today, these cities are thriving due to their
distinct spatial character. Alandi is one such exanple where we see
di stinct strong spiritual character. Alandi is about 25 kmin the
north of Pune City, well known as an ancient tenple town. About 10
| akh people visit Alandi every year. Thus, it becones an inportant
tourist hub, especially during Ashadi Ekdashi and Karti ki Ekdashi,
where one can find an influx of varkaris travelling fromvarious
parts of Mharashtra, Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh. Since Aladi is
| ocated very close to two negacities- Pune and Pinpri chinchwad,
today Alandi is seeing unprecedented urban growth in the last 2-3
decades, thus also acting like a satellite town wth geographica
potential. Due to such influential magnets, Alandi is facing an
identity crisis. Therefore, the Studio ainms in investigating the
past and current trends of devel opnent and tries to envision what
woul d be the nost appropriate nature of Future devel opnent of Al andi
which could recall its inmage.

Sonme of the final year students al so chose different cultural and
geogr aphi cal regions of India for making their thesis proposals.
These included- Kashmr, Leh Laddhakh, Wst Bengal, Cujarat

(Eart hquake affected areas), Hi machal Pradesh (Kullu valley and
Dharnshal a), Maharashtra (Konkan, Pune, Nashik, etc.)

To summari ze these, Brick faculty of each course, docunented the
teaching of the previous senester. The docunentation format included
a summary of the teaching plan, weekly schedul e, and the nethodol ogy
to conduct the course. Later students’ work was docunented in three
categories, good work, and average work, and bel ow par work. It was
observed that a few students were able to conprehend 100% of the

i nput given and their work reflected the sane.

Simlarly, there were works that are not so good. In these

ci rcunst ances, what went successful and what could not work well was
identified. This analysis fornmed a base for teaching |earning for
the next term The managenent of the institute encouraged faculty
for innovation and experinmentation in order to inprovise the overall
t eachi ng-1 earni ng experience. Hence new i deas were wel coned and are
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t aken ahead. A docunentation presentation is one of the nmjor steps
in the evaluation of teaching | earning process. The critical

anal ysis thus gives further direction to an integrated | earning
across the subjects, which are cross-checked at the tinme of
docunent ati on presentati on.

Feedback is an inportant part of the evaluation of the teaching
| earni ng process. The principal and academ c coordi nator al so
conducted a direct feedback for the | earning experience fromthe
students, and fromthe faculty. This evaluation of the course
